[bookmark: _GoBack]Minutes of Shalbourne Parish Council Meeting
Thursday 22nd November 2018 at 8.00pm

1. Introduction 
The Chairman welcomed those attending.  The Council paid tribute to Stella Zweck who had died in November. Over more than forty years, Stella made an enormous contribution both to the village and to the Parish Council. She was the person who knew who to call and what to say to get things done in the days before automatic reporting. She helped many of us with her local knowledge when we first joined the Council. She will be sadly missed.

2. Apologies
Apologies for absence were received from Carole Fisher and Jeannine Barber.

3. Declaration of Interest
The Chairman declared an interest for 11.1.6 of the agenda (reimbursement for registering the Council under the Data Protection Act).

4. Formal Business
None.

5. Wiltshire Police report
The police report for October, Attachment 1, was reviewed. It was noted that the position of Neighbourhood Watch Co-ordinator was still vacant. The Chairman agreed to write an article about how to join the police alert system for the Parish magazine.

6. Wiltshire Council Report
There was now report from Wiltshire Council as Councilor Wheeler was not present

7. Minutes of the last meeting
The minutes of the meeting held on Thursday 20th September 2018 were considered. It was proposed, seconded and agreed by the Council that the Chairman be authorised to sign them.

8. Matters Arising
8.1. Heavy lorries in the village: It was noted that HGV traffic through the village had decreased. It was agreed that this item would be removed from the agenda unless there was a further incidence.
8.2. Protected Verges The Chairman agreed to make further enquiries with Lois Philips
8.3. Playground: The annual safety inspection focused mainly on signs and fencing which need repair. It was noted that several timber supports and uprights etc. are ageing and will need to be replaced in due course. Work on the concrete table tennis table is progressing.  Money is available from section 106 to pay for the table but will not cover the cost installation. The Shalbourne Club will apply to the PC for a grant at the next PC meeting.

9. Contributions
9.1. It was proposed, seconded and agreed in principle that a contribution should be made to the cost of a raiser chair through the PCAP (attachment 2A of the agenda).
9.2. It was proposed, seconded and agreed in principle by the Council that a donation should be made to Link (attachment 2B of the agenda).
9.3. It was noted that there was a need to keep a reasonable contingency in budget to mend and repair local assets (signs etc.) especially as Wilts no longer conduct such repairs.
9.4. Requests for PC contributions from PCAP and Pewsey Vale Tourism Partnership were declined.


10. Committee Reports

10.1.1.  The responses made to: 18/09303/FUL; 18/09360/PNCOU were noted. It was noted that it had been agreed not to respond to: 18/10050/TCA; 18/10458/TCA; 18/09940/VAR. The response to the Planning Inspector concerning the Elms was noted.

10.5. Education
10.5.1. The latest Key Stage 2 SATS results for Shalbourne school were above the national and Wiltshire averages. This was particularly pleasing as there were an above national average no. of children requiring extra help in this cohort. The target is to attract a few more children to this very special school
10.5.2. At the recent Governors meeting extracts were read taken from several letters of thanks written at the end of the 2017-18 academic year

10.6. Environmental Matters
10.6.1. Minnie Scott Russell reported that there had been an incident of fly tipping near Oxenwood. The Chairman advised this should be reported on Mywilts
10.6.2. It was noted that the hedges on Dark Lane were in need of a cut. Minnie Scott Russell agreed to draft an email for the Chairman to send.
10.7. Shalbourne Club.
10.7.1. The Christmas tree will arrive on the green on Saturday 1st December. The Shalbourne Club will hold its AGM on 5th December. Carols on the Green will take place on 21st December.

11. Finance
11.1. The following payments were proposed, seconded and agreed:
11.1.1. Village Hall refurbishment				-	£500

11.1.4. Safety inspection of play area			-	£100.80
11.1.5. Grass cutting						-	£1344
11.1.6. It was noted that the cheque for £35 reimbursing the Chairman for registering the Council under the Data Protection Act (minutes of 18 July) had been sent to the wrong payee who had reimbursed the money. It was proposed, seconded and agreed to issue a further cheque to the Chairman for £35. The Chairman stood down for this item.
11.2. The balances after the above transactions, Attachment 2, were noted.
11.3. The draft budget was discussed based on the figures in Attachment 3. It was felt that the Parish would have to pay directly for more next year as the amount done by Wiltshire and the money available from the Area Board would both decrease. Overall we would be looking for a reasonable increase in the precept. It was noted that the figures around “Village Events” were anomalous. The Chairman was requested to rework the figures and present a firm proposal to the next meeting.


12.  Correspondence and Any Other Business
12.1. The meeting discussed who is responsible for the land at Fosbury as there is an issue with its upkeep.
12.2. It was agreed that this should be reported to Mywilts. It was agreed to bring the next meeting forward to 17th January to give time for the budget to be submitted.
12.3. The present grass cutting contractor had proposed that he would be prepared to continue the contract next year at an increased rate of £5 per cut (excluding VAT). It was proposed, seconded and agreed that this proposal should be accepted and that, this year, the contract would not be put out to tender.  

The meeting closed at 20.41. The next meeting will be held on Thursday 17th January 2018 in the Kingston Rooms. 
